Course Description:
Students in Language Arts 122 will complete work in three areas of study: grammar, literature, and composition.  Students will study various literary devices and elements by examining different types of literature, while the grammar components will be based upon the needs of the students.

Requirements:

Late Work: Homework is to be submitted on the day that it is due.  A grade of zero will be recorded for an assignment that 1) is not submitted on time, 2) is incomplete without sufficient reason, 3) is copied or plagiarized from someone else’s work, or 4) is not answered in complete sentences (when applicable).  Also, if you have been required to bring specific materials to class, you will be expected to have them on the assigned day.   If you are absent, it is your responsibility to check with the teacher about work that you have to complete or obtain.  Please submit the homework at the next class.  If you have been absent more than two consecutive days, you should check with me in order to establish a due date.

It is your responsibility to bring your materials to class on a daily basis.  You will not be able to go to lockers on a routine basis to retrieve materials that you should have had with you in the first place.  Consider daily preparation as another component of homework because it will be used as a part of the homework grade.  For example, if you have no book, you won't be able to do required in-class work.

Compositions and similar writing assignments are to be submitted on the day that they are due.  A paper will have ten (10) points deducted per day, up to three days, for being late; after three days it will not be accepted and will be graded as a zero.  A day is counted as a day that you are in school.  If the paper is due on a day you are absent, it should be submitted immediately upon your return.  I will not remind you.  You will be given ample time to complete all final copies; therefore, don’t wait until the last minute to work on them.  Please note: excuses relating to printer defects, power outages, disk errors, and so forth will not constitute good reasons for not submitting the work on time.  Work that is clearly plagiarized will also be given a zero.

 Think about what you are hearing or seeing and how it relates to the rest of the material.

 Relate the information to what you already know.

 Apply the information to new situations and to other classes.
